Cookie Policy
What Is A Cookie?

Cookies are small text files that are stored on your PC, phone or other web enabled device when you visit the Volleyball Ireland website. They are not harmful and do not contain any personal or confidential information such as your home address, date of
birth or credit card details.

How Are Cookies Used?
